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OVERVIEW 

 
1.1 The 2010 University World Championships on the international calendar; Australian University 

Sports (AUS) will be sending a team to compete in these championships. 
 
1.2 Archery Australia will be acting as agent for AUS by proving a selection procedure and qualifying 

scores, receiving applications and passing the applications onto AUS. The final team will be 
endorsed by AUS based on the applications received by Archery Australia.  

 
1.3 The team will be AUS team (not an Archery Australia team) who shall arrange entries, travel and 

associated administration requirements. 
 

1.4 Athletes making application MUST comply with FISU and AUS eligibility and age requirements. 
 

Age Limit 
 
Competitors must be between the ages of 17 and 28 years at the date of the competition. 
 
Eligibility 
 
All athletes must have their university/ TAFE complete the FISU eligibility certificate to be 
considered for selection, which can be located on the AUS website:  
 
Athletes must be currently enrolled (2010) and proceeding towards a Diploma or higher at a 
recognised University/ Tafe or Graduated within the last 12 months of the event, e.g.: Graduated 
after July 2009.  Note deferred students are not eligible.

1.5 There will some limited funding support provided by AUS. 
 

1.6 The 2010 University World Championships will be conducted in Shenzhen China from the 23 to 26 
September 2010. 

 
1.7 The Team may consist of up to 3 recurve men, 3 compound men and 3 recurve women and 3 

compound women.

PROCESS 
 

1.8 To be eligible for selection, archers must: 
 

1.8.1 obtain the Minimum Qualifying Score (MQS); and 
1.8.2 register with ARCHERY AUSTRALIA by submitting the registration form; and 

 
1.9 Registrations close on 1st May 2009. If required the 2010 National Championships (Target event) 

will be used to as the selection event. 
 

1.10 The Minimum Qualifying Scores and rounds are:

1.11 The Minimum Qualifying Score (MQS) can be obtained from a round shot during 1st May 2009, to 
1st May 2010 in International, National, local tournaments and Qualifying and Ranking Events 
(QRE). 

 
1.12 The selection process shall comprise Ð 

 
1.12.1 Archers wishing to be considered for Team selection must complete the registration for 

having shot the MQS score within the prescribed time frame. 
 
1.12.2 Following the close of applications Archery Australia shall confirm MQS scores and send 

application to AUS who shall appoint team. 
 

1.12.3 If more than 3 archers register for a division a selection event will be conducted. The 2010 
National Championships (Target event) will be used to as the selection event. 

 
1.13 The closing date for registration for the 2010 University World Championships is 5pm 1st May 

2010 with the CEO of ARCHERY AUSTRALIA.
