Frequently Asked Questions

¥ How much will the system cost?

b The system is free to all affiliated clubs and regional divisions
In Australia

¥ Canljoin on line?

B No, due to the current structure of Archery Australia fees at this
stage can only be paid through a club

¥ How do | know when my fees are due?

b Two months prior to your membership fees falling due you will
receive a notification letter. At the same time the Club will
receive an email detailing all the members who fees will fall
due at that time.




¥ Wil quarterly membership fees still apply?

D No the new system allows for the introduction of an annual

membership process, so if a person joins on the 34 March 2011 they
will then renew their membership on the 15t March 2012.

¥ What happens if | donOt pay my fees by the due date?

b One month after the due date your membership will be suspended,
you will loose your login to the website and database as well as
access to your club, and access to all archery activities will be
suspected.

b Two months after the due date you will be removed from the active
database.

D But your will not be removed in total from the database, if at any time
you pay your fees you will be reinstated with all rights as well as
retaining you membership number.

¥ Wil family membership still apply?

D Yes but this is being reviewed to hopefully make more attractive to
families.




¥ Will | get a membership card?

b Yes, your membership card will be issue between 48 and 72 hours
upon Archery Australia receiving the application.

b The card will replace the need for clubs and regional divisions to
Issue their own numbers and cards in line with the concept of one
single unified archery organisation.

b The card which will be colour coded to identify your regional
division and will include your name, number, expiry date, club and
regional division. Colours will be changed annually.
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¥ Can | pay my fees by Credit Card or Funds Transfer?

b Yes, we understand many people want to pay by Credit card or
Funds Transfer but many clubs do not have Credit Card
facilities although Archery Australia does.

b As part of the club agreement with Archery Australia we can
arrange for a process where fees can be paid by Credit Card or
by Funds Transfer.

¥ How do | get my login to the Database?

b With your membership card you will receive a letter detailing
you Password and Login, after your initial login you can change
the Password and Login if you wish.

b If you have already received your card for this year, you will
shortly receive a letter detailing your Password and Login.

¥ There are 3 easy steps to follow for a club to get started




How long will it take to implement the system?

It is expected it will be a gradual process over the next 12 months.

We need to get to each regional division and club meeting with each
one, conduct training course and agree and sign-up to the process.

It is expected it will be fully operation for the 2011 membership year.
